Ewell Grove is celebrating World Book Day on Thursday 5th March by inviting the children, if they wish, 

to come to school either in costume as a favourite book character or dressed in pyjamas ready for a 

bedtime story.

Book Donations

that there are no disappointed children at the end of the day. There is no maximum limit or minimum 

requirement as to how many books each family should donate, but our intention is to collect enough 

books from which all 440+ children at Ewell Grove can choose something appropriate. 

● Book donations will be accepted in collection boxes outside the school office from Monday 

23rd to Friday 27th February.  
● Children will bring their chosen books home from school on Thursday 5th March. 
● Should there be excess books left over after the event, these will first be offered to class 

libraries at the school, then spare books will be made available in the playground after school 

on Thursday 5th March for families to take for free or for a voluntary donation to FOEG.
