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ScHooL Discos & Non-UNIFORM DAY — THURSDAY 5™ FEBRUARY
Dear Parents and Carers,

Reception to Year 5 children are invited to this year’s school discos on Thursday 5" February, expertly
led once again by LR Entertainments. (Year 6 have a separate leavers’ disco in July, and Nursery will
have a Teddy Bears’ Picnic with music and dancing at the end of the summer term). All children,
including Nursery and Year 6, may wear their own clothes to school for the day. Whilst many will
want to wear something ‘special’ for the disco, it also needs to be appropriate for a day at school and
suitable for playing outside — no football strips, please, and trainers must be worn as footwear.

Disco tickets cost £4 each. This cost will be covered for any child entitled to Pupil Premium; if this
applies to you, no ticket purchase is necessary. For registration purposes, you should receive a link to
complete a Tucasi form instead — this will confirm your child’s place directly with the school office.

For all other children, tickets are available from pta-events.co.uk/foeg and must be purchased by
10am on Thursday 5th February to confirm your child’s disco place. No physical tickets will be issued
but a register upon entry will be used. If your child is off school on Thursday 6th February, for any
reason, they will not be allowed to attend the disco and unfortunately refunds are not available.

The disco times for each year group are as follows:
Reception & Year 1: 2:00-2.25pm
Year 2 & Year 3: 2:30-3:10pm
Year 4 & Year 5: 3:15-4:00pm

Children in Year 4 and Year 5 will return to their classrooms at the end of their disco to collect bags
before being released to parents in the playground at 4:05pm. If your child will be picked up by a
different adult than normally collects from school, please notify their class teacher in the usual way.

With music playing and up to 120 excited children in the hall at a time, we appreciate that discos can
get a little loud for some! FOEG will have some ear defenders available in the room to lend, should
any of the children appear to need them. If you are already aware that your child is likely to be
sensitive to the noise, they are very welcome to bring their own appropriate hearing protection (e.g.
children’s ear defenders or ear plugs) into school on the day — we recommend that these be labelled
or brought in a named bag, if possible.

The school discos are always highlight of the children’s year, so it is sure to be an enjoyable afternoon!
